Parents are also required to contribute to their children’s 

online tapestry profile by registering and regularly viewing the observations 

and adding their own comments, pictures and videos regularly in line with the 

EYFS. 

 

• Information about nursery activities and events is regularly distributed and 

displayed. This is also generated through our nursery app 

https://kiddiecarenurseries.beezer.com. On the app parents can be kept upto 

date with the nurseries events and newsletters, as well as find useful 

information from the local area.  

 

• Parents are able to view all the policies of the nursery at any time and are 

encouraged to do so before their child starts. *2 

 

• A suggestion system is in operation. Any comments or suggestions made by 

parents will be recorded. Questionnaires are given out to parents regularly 

and evaluated. 

 

• Parents' Coffee mornings are held regularly throughout the term, for parents 

to speak to key persons. An informal written report will be competed through 

tapestry and the end of every term. *3
